Notes to the Financial Stateinents 
For the Year Ended September 30, 2022 

Note 1 — Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 

A. Organization 

Pelican Providers Corporation is a nonprofit organization operating under the provisions of the 
Louisiana Non-Profit Corporation Law, Louisiana Revised Statute 12:201-12:269 (1950 as 
amended) and chartered by the Secretaiy of State. It was organized exclusively for educational 
and/or charitable purposes, including but not limited to the administration of the Child Care Food 
Prograrn, Section 17 of the National School Lunch Act. Under the provisions of this Program, 
individuals who care for a small nuinber of children in their homes are reirnbursed for the cost of 
meals served to the children. Pelican Providers Corporation through its personnel, monitors the 
composition of the meals to assure nutritional values, make routine inspections of the homes to 
assure safety of the children who stay there, and act as intermediaiy between the state and federal 
agencies that adininister funds and the providers who care for the children. This Program is fiinded 
(99%) by federal funds received from the State of Louisiana Department of Education. 

B. Basis of Accounting and Financial Presentation 

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 

Financial statement presentation follows the recommendations of the Financial Accounting 
Standards Board's (FASB) Accounting Standard Codification (ASC) 958, Not-for-Profit Entities. 
Under FASB ACS 958, the Organization reports information regarding its financial position and 
activities according to two classes of net assets: net assets without donor restrictions and net assets 
with donor restrictions. Net assets without donor restrictions include those net assets whose use by 
the Organization is not restricted by donors, even though their use may be limited in other 
respects, such as by contract or board designation. Net assets with donor restrictions are those net 
assets received with donor-imposed restrictions limiting the Organization's use of the assets. The 
Organization's net assets with donor restrictions at September 30, 2022 consist of funds received 
from Louisiana Department of Education to fund the Child and Adult Care Food Program. 

C. Net Assets Released from Restrictions 

Expiration of temporary restrictions of net assets (i.e., donor-stipulated purpose has been fulfilled 
and/or the stipulated time has elapsed) are reported as reclassifications between the applicable 
classes of net assets. 
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D. Use of Estimates 

The preparation of financial staternents in conforrnity with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and 
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent 
assets and liabilities at the date of the financial staternents and the reported amounts of revenues 
and expenses during the reporting period. Accordingly, actual results rnay differ from those 
estimates. 

E. Accounts and Reimbursements Receivable 

Management deems all accounts receivable collectible; accordingly, no allowance for doubtful 
accounts is required. If amounts becorne uncollectible, they will be charged to operations when 
the deterrnination is made. 

F. Functional Expenses 

The cost of providing the prograrn services and other activities have been summarized on a 
functional basis in the statement of activities. The statement of functional expenses presents the 
natural classification detail of expenses by function. Accordingly, certain costs have been 
allocated among the programs and supporting services benefited. 

G. Equipment and Furniture 

The Organization's equipment and furniture is expensed when purchased. No depreciation is 
calculated. 

H. Income Taxes 

The Organization qualifies as a tax-exempt organization under Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal 
Revenue Code and comparable Louisiana law. Accordingly, no provision for income taxes has 
been rnade in these financial staternents. 

I. Statement of Cash Flows 

The Organization is required to present a statement of cash flows. For purposes of the 
Statement of Cash Flows, the Organization considers all highly liquid debt investrnents 
purchased with a rnaturity of three rnonths or less to be cash equivalents. 

J. Liquidity Management 

As of Septernber 30, 2022, the Organization has financial assets of $31,247.70 in cash, with 
$11,581.96 subject to donor restrictions and a rernaining balance of $19,665.74 which could be 
made readily available within one year of the staternent of financial position date to rneet general 
expenditures. As a part of its liquidity management, the organization has a policy to structure its 
financial assets to be rnade available as general expenditures, liabilities, and other obligations 
becorne due. 
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Note 2 - Cash 

At September 30, 2022, the Organization has cash (book balance) totaling $31,247.70, which are in 
noninterest-bearing demand accounts. The deposits are stated at cost, which approximate market and are 
fully secured by federal deposit insurance. 

Note 3 — Reimbursements Receivables 

Reimbursement receivables represents reimbursements due from the Louisiana Departrnent of Education 
for meals served during the month of September 2022.

Note 4 — Due to Louisiana Departmeut of Education (LDOE) 

Due to LDOE in the arnount of $102.06, represents amounts overclairned by the Sponsor for provider 
meal reimbursements. 

Note 5 — Due to Providers 

Due to providers represents amounts owed to providers for the cost of meals served during the month of 
September 2022. 

Note 6 — Emergency Operational Costs Reimbursements (EOCR) 

The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) established EOCR as a one-time program to 
reimburse Day Care Operators for losses during the early days of the COVID-19 National Public Health 
Emergency. The Sponsor received funds totaling $8,544.22, to help providers. The total arnount of funds 
paid providers was $7,978.93. The remaining amount of $565.29 was returned to Louisiana Department 
of Education. 

Note 7— Concentration of Revenues 

The Organization receives a large amount of its revenues from one major source, the Louisiana 
Department of Education. Revenue of the program is based on the number of ineals served by providers 
to children at the approved meal rates. Meal rates are determined on July 1 of each year by the Louisiana 
Department of Education. Meals served and approved meal rates are reported in the Schedule of Meals 
Served and Program Reimbursements. The revenue from this source represents 99.0% of the 
Organizations total revenues during the year ended September 30, 2022. 
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Note 8 - Board of Director 

The management of Pelican Providers Corporation is vested in a Board of Directors which consists of 
four members who serve without compensation. 

Note 9 — Board Designation of Net Assets 

At September 30, 2022, the Organization's Board has not designated any portion of net assets for 
specific purposes. 

Note 10— Subsequent Events 

Management is required to evaluate events or transactions that may occur after the statement of financial 
position date for potential recognition or disclosure in the financial statements. Management performed 
such an evaluation through March 10, 2023, the date that the financial statements were available to issue, 
and noted no subsequent events or transactions that occurred after the statement of financial position date 
requiring recognition or disclosure.
