MANAGEMENT'S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 

The Management's Discussion and Analysis of the Second Judicial District Court's financial performance 
presents a narrative oveniew and analysis of the District Court's financial activities for the year ended June 
30, 2021. This document focuses on the current year's acti\ities, resulting changes, and currently known 
facts. Please read this document in conjunction with the additional information contained in the Second 
Judicial District Court's financial statements, which begin on page 9. 

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 

The District Couit's assets exceeded its liabilities (net position) by $795,903 on June 30, 2021, and 
$650,165 on June 30, 2020. Total net position is comprised of the following:

GOVERNMENT-WIDE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities provide information about the activities of 
the District Court as a whole and present a longer-term view of the District Court's finances. These 
statements tell how the sen-ices were financed in the short-term as well as what remains for future spending. 

FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

A fimd is an accountability unit used to maintain control over resources segregated for specific activities. 
The District Court uses funds to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance related laws and 
regulations. These statements report short-term fiscal accountability focusing on the use of spendable 
resources and balances of spendable resources at the end of the year. As the Government-Wide Financial 
Statements includes the long-term view, comparisons between these two views may provide insight into 
the long-term impact of short-term financing decreases. Both the governmental fiind balance sheet and the 
governmental fund operating statement provide a reconciliation to assist in understanding the difference 
between these two views. 
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OTHER INFORMATION 

As discussed, governmental funds are reported in the fund statements with a short-term, inflow and outflow 
of spendable resources focus. This information is useful in assessing resources available at the end of the 
year in eon^arison with upcoming financing requirements. Total governmental funds had an ending fund 
balance of $1,340,028 at June 30, 2021, and^S 1,296,761 at June 3o" 2020.

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BUDGETARY HIGHLIGHTS 

In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also presents Other 
Required Supplementary Information consisting of a comparison of budgeted revenues and expenditures 
to actual revenues and expenditures. For the General Fund, the actual revenues and other sources were 
$136,310 more than tlie budgeted amount for tlie year and expenditures were $35,097 more than the 
budgeted amount for the year. 

DEBT ADMINISTRATION 

Long-term debt of the District Court includes recognized net pension liability based on actuarially 
determined amounts in accordance with GASB No. 68 in the amount of $746,097. 

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND NEXT YEAR'S BUDGET 

The primary revenue source is fees and fines received from the civil and criminal court fees. As there are 
minimal changes expected in the next fiscal year, the budget for FY 2021/2022 should not significantly 
differ from FY 2020/2021.

Report on the Financial Statements

and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Second Judicial District CoiuJ (District Court) as of 
and for the year ended June 30, 2021, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively 
comprise the District Coiut's basic financial statements as listed in the Table of Contents. 

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes the 
design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation 
of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 

Auditors' Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We conducted 
our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and the 
standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards issued by the 
Comptroller General of the United States and the Louisiana Governmental Audit Guide. Those standards 
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial 
statements are free firom material misstatement. 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the 
financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditors' judgment, including the assessment 
of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making 
those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the entity's preparation and fair 
presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the 
circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity's internal 
control. Accordingly, we express no such opinion. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness 
of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by 
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

Such information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the Governmental 
Aceounting Standards Board, who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting for placing the 
basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied 
certain limited procedwes to the Management's Discussion and Analysis in accordance with auditing 
standards generally accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management 
about the methods of preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with 
management's responses to our inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained 
during our audit of the basic financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance 
on the information because the limited procedures (k) not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an 
opinion or provide any assurance. 

Our audit was conducted for the puipose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively 
comprise the District Court's basic financial statements. The Budgetary Comparison Schedules, Schedule 
of Employer's Share of Net Pension Liability, Schedule of Employer Contributions, the Schedule of 
Compensation, Benefits and Other Payments to Agency Head or Cliief Executive Officer, and the Justice 
System Funding Schedule - Receiving Entity, listed as other supplementary information in the Table of 
Contents, are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial 
statements.

Notes to Financial Statements 
June 30, 2021 

Introduction: 

The Second Judicial District Court (District Court) of Louisiana is comprised of the parishes of 
Bienville, Claiborne and Jackson located in north Louisiana. The District Court includes three judges 
with one judge being designated as the chief judge. The District Court may collect fees on civil suits 
and criminal cases to aid in the administering of the Distriet Court and of the offiees of the individual 
judges; these fees cannot be used for salaries to the judges. The judges are elected by the qualified 
electors of the judicial district for a term of six years. 

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies: 

A. Reporting Entity-

Governmental Accounting Stand^ds Board Statement No. 14 established criteria for determining 
the governmental reporting entity and component units that should be inclined within the reporting 
entity. The basic criterion for including a potential component unit within the reporting entity is 
financial accountability. For financial reporting purposes, in conformance with GASB Statement 
No. 14, the Second Judicial District Court includes all fiinds that are within the oversight 
responsibility of the District Court. Oversight responsibility is determined on the basis of 
appointment of governing body, ability to significantly influence operations, accountability for 
fiscal matters, and the nature and significance of an organization's relationship w4th the primary 
government. Based on consideration of the foregoing criteria, the District Court is deemed to be a 
separate reporting entity. Certain units of local government over which the District Court exercises 
no oversight responsibility, such as the parish police jury, parish school board, other independently-
eleeted officials, and municipalities within the tliree parishes, are excluded from the aecon^anying 
financial statements. These units of government are considered separate reporting entities and issue 
finmicial statements separate from those of the District Court. 

B. Basis of Presentation-

Govemment-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) 

The Statement of Net Position and Statement of Activities report information about the reporting 
government as a whole. They include all funds of the reporting entity. Governmental activities 
generally are financed through taxes, intergovernmental revenues, and other non-exchange 
revenues. 

The Statement of Net Position presents the governmental-type activities on a consolidated basis, 
which recognizes all long-term assets and receivables as well as long-term debt and obligations. 

The Statement of Activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program revenues 
for each function of the District Court's governmental activities. Direct expenses are those that are 
specifically associated with a program or function. Program revenues include (a) fees and charges 
paid by the recipient for goods or services offered by the program, and (b) grants and contributions 
that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program. 
Revenues that are not classified as program revenues, including all taxes, are presented as general 
reveni^s.

C. Fund Accounting-

The accounts of the District Court are organized on the basis of funds. A fund is an independent 
fiscal and accounting entity with a separate set of self-balancing accounts. Fund accounting 
segregates funds according to their intended purpose and is used to aid management in 
demonstrating compliance with finance-related legal and contractual provisions. The minimum 
number of funds maintained is consistent with legal and managerial requirements. 

The District Court maintains four funds. They are categorized as governmental fimds. The 
emphasis on fund financial statements is on major governmental funds; each displayed in a separate 
eolumn. A fund is considered major if it is the primary operating fund of the entity or if it's total 
assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of that individual governmental fiind are at 
least 10 percent of the corresponding total for all funds of that category or t^e. 

The ma.jor funds of the District Court are described below: 

Governmental Funds-

General Fund 

The General Fund is the general operating fund of the District Court. It is used to account for 
all financial resources except those required to be accounted for in another fund. 

Special Reveni^ Fmids-

Probation Fund 

Code of Criminal Procedure Artiele 894 A(i) stated that as of 1989, the Department of 
Probation and Parole would not supervise probation in misdemeanor cases. Article 894 A(l) 
authorized the court to place the defendant on probation with a "probation office" designated 
by the court upon such conditions as the court may fix. Additionally, Article 895 1 (C) of the 
Code of Criminal Procedure provides for a monthly probation fee to be paid to the agency 
providing supervision. The Probation Fund w^as established as the designated "probation 
office". The Probation Fund accounts for the collection of the monthly probation fees and 
expenditures of maintaining the probation offices. 

IV-D Collection Fund 

The IV-D Collection Fund accounts for the collection of a five percent fee assessed on child 
support payments as provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 46:236.5 and the expenditures 
related to the establishment, modification, and enforcement of support obligations.

D. Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting-

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues or expenditures/expenses are recognized in the 
accounts and reported in the financial statements. It relates to the timing of the measurements made 
regardless of the measurement focus applied. 

Aecrual Basis - Government-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) 

The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities display information about the 
District Court as a whole. Both of these statements have been prepared using the economic 
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, 
assets, and liabilities resulting from exchange and exchange-like transactions are recognized 
when the exchange takes place. 

Modified Accrual Basis - Fund Financial Statements (FFS) 

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its 
measurement focus. Governmental fund t^es use the flow of current financial resources 
measurement foci« and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under the modified accrual 
basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible to accrual; i.e., when they are both 
measurable and available. "Measurable" means the amount of the transaction can be 
determined and "available" means collectible within the current period or soon enough 
thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. The District Court considers all revenues 
"available" if collected within 60 days after year-end. Expenditures are generally recorded 
under the modified accrual basis of accounting when the related liability is incurred. The 
exceptions to this general rule are that (1) unmatured principal and interest on long-term debt, 
if any, are recorded when due and (2) claims and judgments and compensated absences are 
recorded as expenditures when paid with expendable available financial resources. 

E. Assets, Liabilities, and Equity-

Cash and Interest-Bearing Deposits-

For purposes of the Statement of Net Position, cash and interest-bearing deposits inelude all 
(kmand accounts, savings accounts, and certificates of deposit of the District Court. 

Capital Assets-

Capital assets, which include property, plant, and equipment, are reported in the governmental 
activities column in the govemment-wi(k financial statements. Capital assets are capitalized at 
historical cost or estimated cost if historical cost is not available. Donated assets are recorded as 
capital assets at their estimated fair market vali^ at the date of donation. The District Court 
maintains a threshold level of $500 or more for capitalizing capital assets. 

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of that asset or materially 
extend the life of that asset are not capitalized.

Depreciation of all exhai^tible capital assets is recorded as an expense in the Statement of 
Activities, with accumulated depreciation reflected in the Statement of Net Position. Depreciation 
is pro\ided over the assets' estimated useful lives using the straight-line method of depreciation. 

The range of useful lives by type of asset is as follows: 

Fixtures & Equipment 5-7 years 

Pensions-

For purposes of measuring the Net Pension Liability, Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred 
Inflows of Resources related to pensions, and pension expense, information about the fiduciary net 
position of the Louisiana State Employees' Retirement System (LASERS) and additions 
to/dcductions from LASERS' fiduciary net position have been determined on the same basis as 
they are reported by LASERS. For this purpose, benefit payments (including refrinds of employee 
contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accor(fance with the benefit terms. 

Deferred Outtlows,'Inflows of Resources-

The Statement of Net Position reports a separate section for deferred outflows and (or) deferred 
inflows or financial resources. Deferred outfiows of resources represent a consumption of net 
position that applies to future periods and will not be recognized as an outflow of resources 
(expense/expenditure) until the applicable period. Deferred inflows of resources represent an 
acquisition of net position that applies to future perio(h and will not be recognized as an inflow of 
resources until that time. 

Equity Classifications-

In the government-wide statements, equity is classified as net position and displayed in three 
components: 

a. Net investment in capital assets - Consists of capital assets including restricted capital 
assets, net of accumulated depreciation and rediwed by the outstanding balances of any 
bonds, mortgages, notes, or other borrowings that are attributable to the aequisition, 
construction, or improvement of those assets. 

b. Restricted net position - Consists of net resources with constraints placed on their use either 
by (1) external groups such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of 
other governments; or (2) law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation. 

c. Unrestricted net position - All other resources that do not meet the definition of "restricted" 
or "net investment in capital assets." 
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Wlien an expense is incurred for the puiposes for which both restricted and unrestricted net position 
are available, management applies imrestricted resources first, unless a determination is made to 
use restricted net resources. The policy concerning which to apply first varies with the intended use 
and legal requirements. This decision is typically made by management at the incurrence of the 
expense. 

In the fund statements, governmental flind equity is classified as fiind balance and displayed in five 
components. The following classifications describe the relative strength of the spending constraints 
placed on the purposes for which resources can be used: 

a. Nonspendable fund balance - amounts that are not in a spendable form (such as prepaid 
expenses) or are required to be maintained intact; 

b. Restricted fund balance - amounts constrained to specific purposes by their providers (such 
as grantors, bondholders, and higher levels of government), through constitutional 
provisions, or by enabling legislation; 

c. Committed fund balance - amounts constrained to specific purposes by a government itself, 
using its highest level of decision-making authority; to be reported as committed, amounts 
cannot be used for any other purpose unless the government takes the same highest level 
action to remove or change the constraint; 

d. Assigned fund balance - amounts a government intends to use for a specific purpose; intent 
can be expressed by the governing body or by an official or body to which the governing 
body delegates the authority; 

e. Unassigned fund balance - amounts that are available for any purpose. Only the General 
Fund would report positive amounts in unassigned fund balance. 

The General Fund has an unassigned fund balance of $334,108. If applicable, the District Court 
would typically use restricted fund balances first, followed by committed resources and assigned 
resources as appropriate opportunities arise, but reser\'es the right to selectively spend imassigned 
resources first and to defer the use of these other classified funds. 

F. Budget-

Prior to the beginning of each fiscal year, the District Court adopts a budget for the General Fund 
and each Special Revenue Fund for the next fiscal year. The budgets are open for public inspection. 
All budgetary appropriations lapse at the end of the fiscal year. The budgets are prepared on the 
modified accrual basis of accounting. 

G. Estimates-

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted 
in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect 
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at 
the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues, expenditures and 
expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

2. Cash and Cash Equivalents: 

The cash and cash equivalents of the District Court are subject to the following risk: 

Custodial Credit Risk: Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that, in the event of the failure of a 
depository financial institution, the District Coiui will not be able to recover its deposits. Under state 
law, these deposits (or the resulting bank balances) must be secured by federal deposit insurance or the 
pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank. The market value of the pledged seciuities plus the 
federal deposit insurance must at all times equal or exceed the amount on deposit with the fiscal agent. 
These securities are held in the name of the pledging fiscal agent bank in a holding or custodial bank 
that is mutually acceptable to both parties. Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1229 inq)oses a statutory 
requirement on the custodial bank to advertise and sell the pledged securities within 10 days of being 
notified by the District Court that the fiscal agent bank has failed to pay deposited funds upon demand. 
Further, Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1224 states that securities held by a third party shall be deemed 
to be held in the District Court's name. 

At June 30, 2021, the District Court had cash and cash equivalents with a carrying balance totaling 
$1,321,078 and bank balances totaling $1,339,168. Cash and cash equivalents are stated at cost, which 
approximates market. Under state law, these deposits must be secured by federal deposit insurance or 
the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank. These pledged securities are held in the name 
of the pledging fiscal agent bank in a holding or custodial bank in the form of safekeeping receipts held 
by the District Court. All of the Second Judicial District Court's deposits were properly secured at June 
30,2021. Of the $1,339,168 in bank balances, $1,159,265 was secured by federal deposit insurance and 
$179,903 was secured by pledged securities.

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4. Compensated Absences: 

Employees of the Second Judicial District Court cannot carry leave forward from year to year. 
Therefore, there is no accrual made for compensated absences. 

5. Pension Plan: 

Plan Description 

The District Court contributes to Louisiana State Employees' Retirement System (LASERS) which is 
a cost-sharing multiple enq)loyer defined benefit pension plan. All full-time administrative employees 
are required to participate in the System. Excluded by law are independent contractors and certain other 
non-employee relationships. Section 401 of Title 11 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes (La. R.S. 
11:401) grants to LASERS Board of Trustees and the Louisiana Legislature the authority to review 
adminishration, benefit terms, investments, and funding of the plan. The System issues an annual 
publicly available financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary 
information for the System, which can be obtained at www. laseronline .org. 

Benefits Provided 

The following is a description of the plan and its benefits and is provided for general information 
purposes only. Participants should refer to the appropriate statutes for more complete information. 

Retirement 

The age and years of creditable service required in order for a member to retire with full benefits are 
established by statute, and vary depending on the member's hire date, employer, and job classification. 
Our rank and file members hired prior to July 1, 2006 may either retire with full benefits at any age 
upon conq)leting 30 years of creditable service, at age 55 upon completing 25 years of creditable 
service, and at age 60 upon con^leting ten years of creditable service depending on their plan. Those 
members hired between July 1, 2006 and June 30, 2015, may retire at age 60 upon conq)leting five 
years of creditable service and those hired on or after July 1,2015 may retire at age 62 upon completing 
five years of creditable service. The basic annual retirement benefit for members is equal to 2.5% to 
3.5% of average conq)ensation multiplied by the number of years of creditable service. Additionally, 
members may choose to retire with 20 years of service at any age, with an actuarially reduced benefit. 

Average condensation is defined as the member's average annual earned condensation for the highest 
36 consecutive months of endloyment for members endloyed prior to July 1, 2006. For members 
hired July 1, 2006 or later, average compensation is based on the member's average annual eamed 
compensation for the highest 60 consecutive months of endloyment. The maximum annual retirement 
benefit cannot exceed the lesser of 100% of average compensation or a certain specified dollar amount 
of actuarially determined monetary limits, which vary depending upon the member's age at retirement. 
Judges, court officers, and certain elected officials receive an additional annual retirement benefit equal 
to 1.0% of average compensation multiplied by the number of years of creditable service in their 
respective capacity. As an alternative to the basic retirement benefits, a member may elect to receive 
their retirement benefits throughout their life, with certain benefits being paid to their designated 
beneficiary after their death.

Act 992 of the 2010 Louisiana Regular Legislative Session, changed the benefit structure for LASERS 
members hired on or after January 1,2011. This resulted in three new plans; regular, hazardous duty, 
and judges. The new regular plan includes regular members and those members wEo were formerly 
eligible to participate in specialty plans, excluding hazardous duty and judges. Regular members and 
judges are eligible to retire at age 60 after five years of creditable ser\dce and, may also retire at any 
age, with a redueed benefit, after 20 years of creditable service. Hazardous duty members are eligible 
to retire with twelve years of creditable service at age 55, 25 years of ereditable service at any age or 
with a reduced benefit after 20 years of creditable service. Average compensation will be based on the 
member's average annual earned compensation for the highest 60 consecutive months of employment 
for all three new plans. Members in the regular plan will receive a 2.5% accrual rate, hazardous duty 
plan a 3.33% accrual rate, and judges a 3.5% accrual rate. The extra 1.0% aecrual rate for each year of 
service for court officers, the governor, lieutenant governor, legislators, House clerk, sergeants at arn^, 
or Senate secretary, employed after January 1, 2011, was eliminated by Act 992. Specialty plan and 
regular members, hired prior to January 1, 2011, who are hazardous duty employees have the option to 
transition to the new hazardous duty plan. 

Act 226 of the 2014 Louisiana Regular Legislative Session established new retirement eligibility for 
members of LASERS hired on or after July 1, 2015, excluding hazardous duty plan members. Regular 
members and judges under the new plan are eligible to retire at age 62 after five years of creditable 
service and, may also retire at any age, with a redueed benefit, after 20 years of creditable service. 
Average compensation will be based on the member's average annual earned compensation for the 
highest 60 consecutive months of employment. Members in the regular plan will receive 2.5% accrual 
rate, and judges a 3.5% accrual rate, with the extra 1.0% accrual rate based on all years of service as a 

A member leaving employment before attaining minimum retirement age, but after completing certain 
minimum service requirements, becomes eligible for a benefit provided the member lives to the 
minimum service retirement age, and does not withdraw their accumulated contributions. The 
minimum service requirement for benefits v'aries depending upon the member's employer and service 
classification. 

Deferred Retirement Benefits 

The State Legislature authorized LASERS to establish a Deferred Retirement Option Plmi (DROP). 
When a member enters DROP, their status changes from active member to retiree even though they 
continue to work and draw their salary for a period of up to three years. The election is irrevocable once 
participation begins. During DROP participation, accumulated retirement benefits that would have 
been paid to each retiree are separately tracked. For members who entered DROP prior to January 1, 
2004, interest at a rate of one-half percent less than the System's realized return on its portfolio (not to 
be less than zero) will be credited to the retiree after participation ends. At that time, the member must 
choose among available alternatives for the distribution of benefits that have accumulated in the DROP 
account. Members who enter DROP on or after January 1, 2004, are required to participate in LASERS 
Self-Directed Plan (SDP) whieh is administered by a third-party provider. The SDP allows DROP 
participants to choose from a menu of investment options for the allocation of their DROP balances. 
Participants may diversify their investments by choosing from an approved list of mutual funds with 
different holdings, management styles, and risk factors. 
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Members eligible to retire and who do not choose to participate in DROP may elect to receive at the 
time of retirement an initial benefit option (IBO) in an amount up to 36 months of benefits, with an 
actuarial reduction of their future benefits. For members who selected the IBO option prior to January 
1,2004, such amount may be withdrawn or remain in the IBO account earning interest at a rate of one-
half percent less than the System's realized return on its portfolio (not to be less than zero). Those 
members who select the IBO on or after January 1, 2004, are required to enter the SDP as deseribed 
above. 

Disability Benefits 

Generally, aetive members with ten or more years of eredited ser\dee who become disabled may receive 
a maximum disability retirement benefit equivalent to the regular retirement formula without reduction 
by reason of age. 

Upon reaching retirement age, the disability retiree may receive a regular retirement benefit by making 
application to the Board of Trustees. 

For injuries sustained in the line of duty, hazardous duty personnel in the Hazardous Duty Services 
Plan will receive a disability benefit eqiml to 75% of final average compensation or 100% of final 
average compensation if the injury was the result of an intentional act of violence. 

Survivor's Benefits 

Certain eligible suiwiving dependents receive benefits based on the deceased member's compensation 
and their relationship to the deceased. The deceased regular member hired before January 1,2011 who 
was in state service at the time of cfcath must have a minimum of five years of service credit, at least 
two of which were earned immediately prior to death, or who had a minimum of twenty years of service 
credit regardless of when earned in order for a benefit to be paid to a minor or handicapped child. 
Benefits are payable to an unmarried ehild until age 18, or age 23 if the child remains a full-time student. 
The aforementioned minimum sendee credit requirement is ten years for a suniving spouse with no 
minor children, and benefits are to be paid for life to the spouse or qualified handicapped child. 

The deceased regular member hired on or after January 1, 2011, must have a minimum of five years of 
service credit regardless of when earned in order for a benefit to be paid to a minor child. The 
aforementioned minimum sendee credit requirements for a survivdng spouse are 10 years, 2 years being 
earned immediately prior to death, and active state sendee at the time of death, or a minimum of 20 
years of service credit regardless of when earned. A deceased member's spouse must have been nwrried 
for at least one year before death. 

Permanent Benefit Increases/Cost-of-Living Adjustments 

As fully described in Title 11 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes, the System allows for the payment of 
permanent benefit increases, also known as cost-of-living adjustments (COLAs), which are funded 
through investment earnings wfien recommended by the Board of Trustees and approved by the State 
Lesislature. 
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Contributions 

The employer contribution rate is established annually under R.S. 11:101-11:104 by the Public 
Retirement Systems' Actuarial Committee (PRSAC), taking into consideration the recommendation of 
the System's Actuary. Each plan pays a separate actuarially-determined enq)loyer contribution rate. 
However, all assets of LASERS are used for the payment of benefits for all classes of members, 
regardless of their plan membership. Rates for the year ended June 30, 2018 were as follows:

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The District Court's contractually required composite contribution rate for tlie year ended June 30, 2021 
was 40.1% of annual payroll, actuarially determined as an amount that, when combined with employee 
contributions, is expected to finance the costs of benefits earned by employees during the year, with an 
additional amount to finance any Unfunded Actuarial Accrued Liability. Contributions to the pension 
plan from the District Court were $98,065 for the year ended June 30, 2021. 

Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of 
Resow'ces Related to Pensions 

At June 30, 2021 and 2020, the District Court reported a liability of $746,097 and $689,136, 
respectively for its proportionate share of the Net Pension Liabilities. The Net Pension Liability was 
measured as of June 30, 2020 and the total pension liability used to calculate the Net Pension Liability 
was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date. The District Court's proportion of the Net 
Pension Liability was based on a projection of the District Court's long-term share of contributions to 
the pension plan relative to the projeeted contributions of all participating employers, actuarially 
determined. At June 30, 2020, the District Court's proportion was .009021%, which was a decrease of 
.00049% from its proportion measured as of June 30, 2019. 

For the year ended June 30, 2021, the District Court recognized pension expense of $96,132 minus 
employer's amortization of change in proportionate share and differences between employer 
contributions and proportionate share of contributions of $92,860.

Cost of Eiving Adjustments The present value of future retirement benefits is 
based on benefits currently being paid by the 
System and includes previously granted cost of 
living increases. The projected benefit payments 
do not include provisions for potential fliture 
increases not yet authorized by the Board of 
Trustees as they were deemed not to be 
substantively autoimtic. 
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The long-term expected rate of retum on pension plan investments was determined using a building-
block method in which best-estimate ranges of expected future real rates of retum (expected returns, 
net of pension plan investment expense and inflation) are developed for each major asset class. These 
ranges are combined to produce the long-term expected rate of retum by weighting the expected future 
real rates of retum by the target asset allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation 2.3% and 
an adjustment for the effect of rebalancing/diversification. The resulting expected long-term rate of 
retum is 8.50% for 2020. Best estimates of geometric real rates of retum for each major asset class 
included in the pension plan's target asset allocation as of June 30, 2020 are summarized in the 
following table:

Discount Rate 

The discount rate used to measure the total pension liability was 7.55%. The projection of cash flows 
used to determine the discount rate assumed that contributions from plan members will be made at the 
current contribution rates and that conhibutions from participating enq)loyers will be made at the 
actuarially determined rates approved by PRSAC taking into consideration the recommendation of the 
pension plan's actuary. Based on those assumptions, the pension plan's fiduciary net position was 
projected to be available to make all projected future benefit payments of current plan members. 
Therefore, the long-term expected rate of retum on pension plan investments was applied to all periods 
of projected benefit payments to determine the total pension liability. 

Sensitivity of the Employer's Proportionate Share of the Net Pension Liability to Changes in the

These financial statements include a payable to the pension plan of $11,288, which is the legally 
required contribution due at June 30, 2021. This amount is recorded in accrued expenses. 

6. Expenditures of the Judicial District Not Included in the Accompanving Financial Statements: 

The accon^anying financial statements do not include certain salary or adminishative expenditures for 
the District Coiuf paid out of the funds of the Bienville, Claiborne or Jackson Parish Police Jiuies or 
directly by the State. 

7. Litigation: 

Management has advised diat there is no litigation pending against the Second Judicial District Court at 
June 30, 2021. 

8. Contingencies: 

Due to the ongoing restrictions and guidelines related to the COVID-19 (coronavirus) pandemic which 
began in March 2020, the extent to which the COVID-19 pandemic may directly or indirectly impact 
the District Court cannot be reasonably estimated at this time. 

9. Interfund Transfers: 

Permanent reallocations of resources between funds of the reporting entity are classified as interfund 
transfers. For the purpose of the Statement of Activities, all interfiind transfers between individual 
govemmental funds have been eliminated.

We have audited, in accordance with the auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards 
issued by the Conq)troller General of the United States and the Louisiana Governmental Audit Guide, the 
financial statements of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund 
information as of and for the year ended June 30, 2021, and the related notes to the financial statements, 
which collectively comprise the Second Judicial District Court's (District Court) basic financial statements 
and have issued our report thereon dated November 19, 2021. 

Internal Control over Financial Reporting 

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the Dishict Court's internal 
control over financial reporting (internal control) to determine the audit procedures that are appropriate in 
the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, but not for the 
purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the District Court's internal control. Accordingly, 
we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the District Court's internal control. 

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management 
or en^loyees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct 
misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in 
internal control such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity's 
financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis. A significant 
deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a 
material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance. 

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this 
section and was not designed to identify all defieiencies in internal control that might be material 
weaknesses or significant deficiencies.

I. SUMMARY OF AUDIT RESULTS 

The follovving summarize the audit results: 

1. An umnodified opinion was issued on the financial statements of the Second Judicial District Court 
as of and for the year ended June 30, 2021. 

2. The audit did not disclose any material weaknesses in internal control. 

3. The audit disclosed one instanee of noneompliance that is required to be reported under 
Government Auditing Standards (2021-001). 

FINDING IN ACCORDANCE WITH GOVERNMENT AUDITING STANDARDS 

The following finding relates to the financial statements and is required to be reported in aceordance 
with Government Auditing Standards. 

Compliance-

2021-001 Local Government Bi^dget Act 

Criteria - Louisiana State Law requires that when actual revenues (including other financing 
sources) are less than budgeted revenues (including other financing sources) by more than 5% 
and'or actual expenditwes (including other financing uses) are more than budgeted 
expenditures (including other financing uses) by 5% or more, the budget should be amended. 

Condition - For the year ended June 30,2021, actual revenues were less than budgeted revenues 
by more than the 5% variance allowed in the IV-D Fund, and actual expenses and otlier 
financing uses were more than budgeted expenditures by more than the 5% variance allowed 
in the General Fund and the IV-D Fund. 

Effect - The budget cannot be used as an effective management tool to control expenditures. 

Cause - The District Court failed to properly amend the budget for transfers between funds 
during the current year. 

Recommendation - The District Court should institute procedures to ensure the budget is 
amended whenever actual revenues (ineluding other financing sources) are less than budgeted 
revenues (including other financing sources) by more than the 5% allowed and when actual 
expenditures (including other financing uses) are more than budgeted expenditures (including 
other financing uses) by more than the 5% allowed. 

Management's Response - The District Court has implemented procedures to monitor the 
budgetary comparison on a regular basis to ensure that budget amendments are made in 
compliance with the Local Governmental Budget Act.
