We have reviewed the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities and the 
major fund of Fire Protection District No. 10 of the Parish of Acadia (the District), a component unit of the 
Acadia Parish Police Jury, as of and for the year ended December 31, 2021, and the related notes to the 
financial statements, which collectively comprise the District's basic financial statements as listed in the table 
of contents. A review includes primarily applying analytical procedures to management's financial data and 
making inquiries of management. A review is substantially less in scope than an audit, the objective of which 
is the expression of an opinion regarding the financial statements as a whole. Accordingly, we do not express 
such an opinion.

Our responsibility is to conduct the review engagement in accordance with Statements on Standards 
for Accounting and Review Services promulgated by the Accounting and Review Services Committee of the 
AICP A. Those standards require us to perform procedures to obtain limited assurance as a basis for reporting 
whether we are aware of any material modifications that should be made to the financial statements for them 
to be in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. We 
believe that the results of our procedures provide a reasonable basis for our conclusion. 

We are required to be independent of the District and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in 
accordance with the relevant ethical requirements related to our review. 

Accountant's Conclusion 

Based on our review, we are not aware of any material modifications that should be made to the 
accompanying financial statements in order for them to be in accordance with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America.

Notes to the Basic Fiuaucial Statemeuts 

Summary of Significaut Accouutiug Policies 

The accompauyiug fmaucial statements of Fire District No. 10 of Acadia Parish (District) 
have been prepared iu conformity with generally accepted accounting priuciples (GAAP) as applied 
to governmental uuits. GAAP iucludes all relevaut Governmental Accouutiug Standards Board 
(GASB) pronouncements. The accounting and reporting framework aud the more significaut 
accouutiug policies are discussed iu subsequent subsections of this note.

Fiuancial Reportiug Entity 

The Fire District No. 10 of Acadia Parish is a component unit of the Acadia 
Parish Police Jury. The District was established to provide frre protectiou aud rescue 
service for the residents of the District. 

Basis of Presentation 

Government-Wide Fiuaucial Statements (GWFS) 

The statement of net position aud statement of activities display iuformation 
about the reportiug government as a whole. They include the fund of the reporting 
entity, which is considered to be a governmental activity. 

The statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses 
and program revenues for each function of the District's governmental activities. 
Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a program or fuuction 
aud, therefore, are clearly identifiable to a particular function. Program revenues 
include (a) fees aud charges paid by the recipients for goods or services offered by 
the programs, aud (b) grauts aud contributions that are restricted to meeting the 
operational or capital requiremeuts of a particular program. Revenues that are not 
classified as program revenues, iucluding all taxes, are presented as general reveuues. 

Fuud Finaucial Statements (FFS) 

The accounts of the District are orgauized aud operated on the basis of funds. 
A fund is au independent fiscal and accountiug entity with a separate set of self­
balaucing accouuts. Fund accountiug segregates funds according to their intended 
purpose aud is used to aid mauagement iu demoustrating compliauce with finauce­
related legal aud contractual provisions. The minimum number of funds is 
maiutained consistent with legal aud mauagerial requirements.

The fund of the District is classified as a governmental fund. The emphasis 
on fund financial statements is on major governmental and enterprise funds, each 
displayed in a separate column. The District has only one fund, a governmental fund. 
A fund is considered major if it is the primary operating fund of the entity or meets 
the following criteria: 

I. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of that 
individual governmental or enterprise fund are at least 10 percent of 
the corresponding total for all funds of that category or type; and 

2. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of the 
individual governmental or enterprise fund are at least 5 percent of 
the corresponding total for all governmental and enterprise funds 
combined. 

The major fund of the Fire District is described below: 

Governmental Fund -

General Fund 

The General Fund, as provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 13:781 is the 
principal fund of the District and is nsed to account for the operations of the District. 
General operating expenditures are paid from this fund. 

Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting 

Measurement focus is a term used to describe "which" transactions are 
recorded within the various financial statements. Basis of accounting refers to 
"when" transactions are recorded regardless of the measurement focus applied. 

Measurement Focus 

On the government-wide statement of net position and the statement of 
activities, governmental activities are presented using the economic resources 
measurement focus. The accounting objectives of this measurement focus are the 
determination of operating income, changes in net position ( or cost recovery) and 
fmancial position. All assets and liabilities (whether current or noncurrent) 
associated with its activities are reported. Government-wide fund equity is classified 
as net position. In the fund financial statements, the "current financial resources" 
measurement focus is used. Only current financial assets and liabilities are generally 
included on its balance sheet. Their operating statement presents sources and uses of 
available spendable financial resources during a given period. This fund uses fund 
balance as its measure of available spendable financial resources at the end of the 
period.

Basis of Accounting 

In the government-wide statement of net position and statement of activities, 
the governmental activities are presented using the accrual basis of accounting. 
Under the accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when earned and 
expenses are recorded when the liability is incurred, or economic asset used. 
Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, 
and deferred inflows of resources resulting from exchange and exchange-like 
transactions are recognized when the exchange takes place. 

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current 
financial resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. 
Revenues are recognized as soon as they are both measurable and available. 
Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible within the current 
period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. For this 
purpose, the government considers revenues to be available if they are collected 
within 60 days of the end of the current fiscal period. Revenues are classified by 
source and expenditures are classified by function and character. Expenditures 
( including capital outlay) generally are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under 
accrual accounting. However, debt service expenditures are recorded only when 
payment is due. 

The District reports deferred inflows of resources on its governmental fund 
balance sheet. For governmental fund fmancial statements, deferred inflows arise 
when potential revenue does not meet both the "measurable" and "available" criteria 
for recognition in the current period. Deferred inflows also arise when resources are 
received before the District has a legal claim to them, as when grant monies are 
received prior to the incurrence of qualifying expenditures. In subsequent periods, 
when both revenue recognition criteria are met, or when the District has a legal claim 
to the resources, the liability for deferred revenue is removed from the balance sheet 
and revenue is recognized. 

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the 
District's policy to use restricted resources first, then unrestricted resources as they 
are needed. 

Assets, Deferred Outflows. Liabilities, Deferred Inflows and Equity 

Cash 

For purposes of the statement of net position, cash includes only demand 
accounts of the District.

Capital Assets 

Capital assets, which include property, plant, and equipment, are reported in 
the governmental activity's column in the government-wide financial statements. 
Capital assets are capitalized at historical cost or estimated cost if historical cost is 
not available. Donated assets are recorded as capital assets at their estimated fair 
market value at the date of donation. The District maintains a threshold level of $500 
or more for capitalizing capital assets. The costs of normal maintenance and repairs 
that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend assets lives are not 
capitalized. 

Depreciation of all exhaustible capital assets is recorded as an expense in the 
statement of activities, with accumulated depreciation reflected in the statement of 
net position. Depreciation is provided over the assets' estimated useful lives using 
the straight-line method of depreciation. The range of estimated useful lives by type 
of asset is as follows: 

Buildings 
Equipment, furniture and fixtures 

Long-term debt 

10-40 years 
5-10 years 

Long-term debt for governmental funds is not reported as liabilities in the 
fund fmancial statements. The debt proceeds are reported as other financing sources 
and payment of principal and interest reported as expenditures. 

Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of Resources 

In some instances, the GASB requires a government to delay recognition of 
decreases in net position as expenditures until a future period. In other instances, 
governments are required to delay recognition of increases in net position as revenues 
until a future period. In these circumstances, deferred outflows of resources and 
deferred inflows of resources result from the delayed recognition of expenditures or 
revenues, respectively. At December 31, 2021, the District recorded $28,680 of 
deferred inflows ofresources resulting from parcel fee collections made more than 60 
days after the close of the fiscal year on the fund fmancial statements.

Equity Classifications 

In the government-wide statements, equity is classified as net position and 
displayed in three components: 

I. Net investment in capital assets - Consists of net capital assets 
reduced by outstanding balances of any related debt obligations and 
deferred inflows of resources attributable to the acquisition, 
construction, or improvement of those assets and increase by 
balances of deferred outflows of resources related to those assets. 

2. Restricted net position - Net position is considered restricted if their 
use is constrained to a particular purpose. Restrictions are imposed 
by external organizations such as federal or state laws or buyers of 
the District's debt. Restricted net position is reduced by liabilities 
and deferred inflows of resources related to the restricted assets. 

3. Unrestricted net position - consists of all other net position that does 
not meet the definition of the above two components and is available 
for general use by the District. 

In the fund financial statements, governmental fund equity is classified as 
fund balance. As such, fund balances of the governmental funds are classified as 
follows. 

I. Nonspendable - amounts that cannot be spent either because they are 
in nonspendable form or because they are legally or contractually 
required to be maintained intact. 

2. Restricted - amounts that can be spent only for specific purposes 
because of constitutional provisions or enabling legislation or 
because of constraints that are externally imposed by creditors, 
grantors, contributors, or the laws or regulations of other 
governments. 

3. Committed - amounts that can be used only for specific purposes 
determined by a formal decision of the Board, which is the highest 
level of decision-making authority for the District. 

4. Assigned - amounts that do not meet the criteria to be classified as 
restricted or committed but that are intended to be used for specific 
purposes, determined by a formal decision of the Board, which is the 
highest level of decision-making authority for the District. 

5. Unassigned- all other spendable amounts.

When an expenditure is incurred for the purposes for which both restricted 
and unrestricted fund balance is available, the District considers restricted funds to 
have been spent first. When an expenditure is incurred for which committed, 
assigned, or unassigned fund balances are available, the District considers amounts to 
have been spent first out of committed funds, then assigned funds, and fmally 
unassigned funds, as needed, unless the District has provided otherwise in its 
commitment or assigmnent actions. 

E. Use of Estimates 

(2) Cash 

The preparation of fmancial statements in conformity with generally 
accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates and 
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of 
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the fmancial statements and the reported 
amounts of revenues and expenditures during the reporting period. Actual results 
could differ from those estimates. 

Under state law, the District may deposit funds within a fiscal agent bank organized under the 
laws of the State of Louisiana, the laws of any other state in the union, or the laws of the United 
States. The District may invest in United States bonds, treasury notes, or certificates and time 
deposits of state banks organized under Louisiana law and national banks having principal offices in 
Louisiana. At December 31, 2021, the District's cash (book balances) consisted of demand deposits 
totaling $125,871. 

Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that in the event of the failure of a depository 
financial institution, the District's deposits may not be recovered or will not be able to recover 
collateral securities that are in the possession of an outside party. These deposits are stated at cost, 
which approximates market. Under state law, these deposits, (or the resulting bank balances) must be 
secured by federal deposit insurance or similar federal security or the pledge of securities owned by 
the fiscal agent bank. The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit insurance 
must at all times equal the amount on deposit with the fiscal agent bank. These securities are held in 
the name of the District or the pledging fiscal agent bank by a holding or custodial bank that is 
mutually acceptable to both parties. Deposit balances (bank balances) in the amount of $126,176 
were fully insured by federal deposit insurance at December 31, 2021. The District does not have a 
policy for custodial credit risk.

Due From Other Governmental Agencies - Parcel Fees 

Parcel fees attach as an enforceable lien on property improvements as of January 1 of each 
year. Parcel fees are levied in September or October and billed to the taxpayers by the Acadia Parish 
Sheriff in November. Billed parcel fees are due by December 31, becoming delinquent on January 1 
of the following year. The fees are based on property improvements determined by the Acadia Parish 
Assessor and are collected by the Acadia Parish Sheriff. 

For the year ended December 31, 2021, parcel fees were levied at the rate $50 per 
improvement on property with improvements. Total parcel fees levied during 2021 were $139,750. 
Total Due from other governmental agencies was $98,311 at December 31, 2021.

Compensation, Benefits, and Other Payments to Agency Head and Others 

The members of the Board of Commissioners opted not to receive a per diem for attendance 
at the meetings of the Board. During the year ended December 31, 2021, the District paid a monthly 
fee of $400 to its Secretary and $600 to its Treasurer for their services and responsibilities. 

In accordance with Act 706 of the 2014 Louisiana Regular Legislative Session, there were no 
payments for compensation, benefits, and other reimbursements to Raymond Ledoux, Fire Chief, 
during the year ended December 31, 2021.
